Absence Policy

Six (6) or more unexcused absences in a semester may result in an “F” grade for the entire semester. The consequence for failing the semester is that the credit must be gained in either Saturday or summer school. In addition, graduation status may be jeopardized.

What is an Unexcused Absence?

An unexcused absence is anytime a note is not provided to the teacher explaining why the student was absent and that the parent/guardian had knowledge of that absence. If a student does not provide a note they are considered CUTTING. This carries not only academic consequences but disciplinary ones from the Dean as well.

The student is SOLELY responsible for obtaining and completing all missed work or assignments. I will not chase after students to ask for work that they missed.

Lateness Policy

Students are given a 4 minute time period to change classes. I extend an additional 2 minute grace period. Any student entering class after the grace period is considered late. Three (3) instances of lateness will be considered an unexcused absence.
