Academic Honesty Policy

Academic Honesty is one of the bedrock principles of education. I expect that all students will avoid cheating and plagiarism at all times. In order to fully understand what constitutes academic dishonesty, cheating, and plagiarism and its consequences, please read and sign this document. Academic Dishonesty in a college environment would be met with immediate expulsion from the institution. Academic Dishonesty outside of an academic setting is often met with civil and criminal consequences

Definition of Academic Dishonesty 

“Academic dishonesty is defined as the intentional misrepresentation of all or part of work intended by a student for evaluation in connection with any course for the purpose of securing any advantage either for the student or another, or as intentionally assisting another to do the same. Any attempt, solicitation, or conspiracy to commit academic dishonesty also shall be regarded as an offense subject to the same sanctions as may be imposed for academic dishonesty.”
 

If you copy from any source including another student, book, Internet site, etc, and you do not quote and cite your work this is considered plagiarism. It does not matter if it is a single sentence or a whole page.

Cheating can include, but is not limited to, looking at and copying someone else’s homework, classwork, test, project, etc. Simply stated, all work MUST be yours.

Consequences of Academic Dishonesty

All instances of academic dishonesty, cheating, or plagiarism will be met with severe penalties. No Excuses or Explanations will be accepted. If you are caught and I can prove dishonesty you will meet with these consequences:

1. The assignment will receive an automatic F grade. This grade cannot be made up and no extra credit work will be given to reverse the grade. The grade that will be averaged into the GPA is a 0.

2. The student, under my supervision, will call home and confess to a parent/guardian that a violation of the honesty policy has occurred.

3.  Students will be referred to the Assistant Principal and Dean for disciplinary action.

4.  I will send a memo to the Guidance Counselor and other Emerson faculty that a violation has occurred. This may or may not impact college admission procedures (i.e. Letters of Recommendation).
