Formal Writing Description
1. Judges will write a DECISION. Lawyers will write a BRIEF. Witnesses will write a DEPOSITION. Jury members will write a VERDICT.

2. All papers must state whether the King and Queen are GUILTY or NOT Guilty and state why. You must use at least 5 examples to prove your opinion. These can come from your research or trial notes.
3. All papers must include which pieces of evidence they found MOST persuasive and why. Analyze at least 3 pieces of evidence used at trial.
4. All papers must include which witness they felt were the most persuasive and why. Analyze at least 3 witnesses that testified at trial.

5. All papers must discuss what are the duties and obligations of government to the people and what are the duties and obligations that people have to their government.

6. All papers should analyze if the French Revolution could have been avoided and state how.

7. Papers should be at least 4-5 pages in length, double spaced 12pt Times New Roman font
