Three Parts of French Society (before the Revolution)

1. The First Estate: this includes all members of the Catholic Church in France. Archbishops and Bishops are very wealthy and similar to the First Estate. Many of the local priests are poor. All members of this estate are exempt from paying taxes.

2. The Second Estate: this includes all members of the Catholic Church in France. Archbishops and Bishops are very wealthy and similar to the First Estate. Many of the local priests are poor. All members of this estate are exempt from paying taxes.

3. The Third Estate: this includes everyone else that is not in the first two estates. Most of the Third Estate is poor but there are wealthy, educated people that are simply not the nobility. The Third Estate is the largest part of French society, pays the most in taxes, but has the least power.

Three Stages of French Revolution

1. Liberal Stage- this stage includes all the underlying causes that led up to the French people rebelling against the King and the government

2. The Radical Stage- this stage includes all the changes that occur after Robespierre takes control of the French government

3. Napoleonic Stage- this stage includes all of the events that occur under the reign of the French emperor Napoleon.
